Assessing shows for the Total Theatre Awards requires responsible arts professionals who are committed to exploring excellence, identifying new trends in live performance and willing to analyse their own tastes and experiences to do so.

What makes a great show and why? The Total Theatre Awards are assessed and judged by two panels of presenters, critics, producers, academics and theatre makers. This is a practical model for peer assessment. Please see attached registration information for a breakdown of the process.

What we offer assessors

Total Theatre is a small charity and we offer the awards as a service to artists. We do not pay anyone to take part in assessing or judging the Total Theatre Awards.

This is a great practical training opportunity for practitioners and young theatre professionals. You must be available from 6th to 18th of August (inclusive, although there is some flexibility at the beginning of the festival), be prepared to see a large number of registered shows. You will be expected to write brief, constructive reports that will be shared with artists after the process is over, nominate the best work to be considered for awards and attend 3-4 group meetings including a short listing meeting on the evening of Wednesday 18th August.
